with this white paper. Yes, Of course, | do not mean to say
that the peculiarity is related to the fact that the paper is
white, as one might think from a superficial point of view.
Nevertheless, it is a fact that the paper | am writing is white
and it cannot therefore be questioned or described in any
well-founded way as incorrectly as attaching the adjective
white to the noun paper, as has happened in the
introductory sentence of this paragraph, which is at the
same time the first sentence on this page.

Nevertheless, | am not fully aware of why | came up with the
emphasis that the paper is white. It seems to me that this is
not fully justified. Well, it is not very natural to describe the
paper as white, when it can now be established with
certainty that it is actually the colour it has, one might ask.

On the other, however, the opposite view can be just as
rightly argued, namely that there is no particular reason to
describe the paper as white simply because it is the colour it
has, but that a further justification is required to highlight
this very fact above all the other characteristics associated
with this piece of paper.

Or, in other words, that a specific intent or purpose is
required for this description. Here it might be a nearby
assumption that the purpose was to give a description that
tells us something about one of the other concepts that
